Senior Graduation Speaker: Evaluation Criteria

This is the criteria by which the submitted written speech will be scored.  From the written speeches submitted, the authors of the five highest-scoring speeches will be asked to attend a second meeting to present their speech.
Quality of Candidate (15 points)
· Academic Achievement (5 points): The student will be evaluated only on the information given on the application form attached to the speech.

· Student Leadership (5 points): The student will be evaluated only on the information given on the application form attached to the speech.
· Faculty Recommendation(5 points)
Quality of Speech (35 points)
· Clarity (10 points): The ideas presented in the speech should be stated in such a way that it would be easily understandable to the audience.

· Conciseness (10 points): The ideas presented in the speech should be stated as concisely as possible.  The speech should take approximately five minutes. In no circumstances should it be more than seven minutes in length.

· Originality (10 points): The ideas presented in the speech should be original.

· Completeness (5) points): The speech should be presented to the committee in its final form.  The draft copy should include all elements of the speech to be presented on graduation day.

Theme of Speech (30 points)
· Reflection of ORU Vision (15 points): The speech should share the student’s positive experiences at the University and should share how the University has affected his/her life.  It is important that the student develop key elements of the University’s philosophy within the speech.

· Challenge to Graduating Seniors (15 points): The speech should present a challenge to the graduating class to make an impact with the skills, life lessons, etc., which ORU has developed in them.

Purpose (10 points)
· The student should have a clear purpose for representing his/her class as Senior Response Speaker.
