ENTRANCE REQUIREMENTS

Bachelor’s degree from a regionally accredited college or university or a college recognized by The Association for Biblical Higher
Education (ABHE). Applicants whose degree is in a field other than theology are required to complete up to 15 credit hours of
prerequisite courses in addition to the degree requirements

Cumulative undergraduate grade point average of 2.5 or higher

Miller Analogies Test (MAT) minimum score of 396 or Graduate Record Exam (GRE) minimum combined score of 900 for
verbal and quantitative sections

For those whose language of instruction was not English, Test of English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL): score of 550 paper-
based, 213 computer-based, 79-80 internet-based or the IELTS (minimum band score of 7.0), and submit a score within the past

two years
