· Spanish or French major—one semester of Study Abroad experience.

· Health Exercise Science major—senior paper/project must be experimental.

· All majors in the History, Humanities, and Government Department--need to present senior paper at a scholarly event such as the annual Conference on Faith and History or the Honors Program Research Extravaganza.

· Honors students satisfy general education requirements with a minimum of 24 hours of courses in honors sections.
· Must complete 499H

School of Education

· All majors (Professional Elementary Education major, Special Education Mild-Moderate Disabilities major, Early Childhood Education major)—take IS 301; defend senior ePorfolio; join a professional educational association, join Kappa Delta Pi, the professional education honor society; attend a professional educational association conference; complete an in-service project with an inner-city school.
