BACK-TO-BACK

This year, the women’s basketball
team achieved back-to-back 20-win
seasons for the first time since
2010-11/2011-12. At the end of the
regular season, their record stood
at 22-7. They earned the #2 seed in
the Summit League tournament

and made it to the championship
game, ultimately losing to South
Dakota State. However, there’s
more! The team received a bid to
the Women'’s Basketball Invitational
Tournament (WBIT) and will take
on Missouri State in a March 20
match-up.
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REACHING MILESTONES

In ORU’s February 19 game
against the Denver Pioneers, guard
Issac McBride surpassed 2,000
points for his overall college
basketball career. (He played one
season at Vanderbilt before coming
to ORU.) By season’s end, he had
moved into 10th place on ORU’s
most-points-scored list with a grand
total of 1,966 points.
