pointe shoes and hair pulled up in a bun.

e Male dancer’s attire for ballet class: white fitted t-shirt with black tights or fitted
black dance pants and dance belt with ballet shoes.

e Dancer’s attire for additional technique: solid colored leotard or unitard, black
tights or fitted dance pants and hair pulled up away from the neck and face.

Dance Requirements

Ballet Technique
e Complete ballet barre, demonstrating placement and technique
e Ballet center work, demonstrating work in adagio with leg
e Extensions, turns, small jumps and leaps

An Additional Technique
e Modern dance preferred but may be jazz dance or other
e 2-3 dance phrases highlighting technique and performance ability
