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TITLE OF EMERITUS








	Upon retirement, any administrative officer or any professional member of the faculty who fulfills the following conditions may be eligible for consideration upon application for Emeritus status:





Has demonstrated loyal commitment to the superordinate goals of the institution.





Is at least 60 years of age.





Has a minimum of fifteen years of service as a regular full-time faculty member.





Has made distinguished contribution to the University and profession.





 No more than 3 nominations will be accepted in any given academic year.  





Faculty recommendations for Emeritus status come through the Dean of the respective schools to the Executive Vice President for Academic Affairs who makes recommendations to the President.  The President receives final approval from the Board of Trustees.  The dean’s recommendation is submitted by March 1 to the Executive Vice President for Academic Affairs.  The Emeritus status is an honored privilege and responsibility which may be used for professional purposes and participation in academic convocations and events.





PROFESSOR EMERITUS STATUS PRIVILEGES





Emeritus professors should enjoy all the privileges that generally go with the ownership of a faculty ID.  ID privileges include: 1) library card, 2) faculty discount rates for athletic events and plays, 3) regular faculty parking on campus, 4) use of the Aerobic Center, and 5) email account through webmail.  Other privileges include participation in annual faculty retreat and may enroll in up to six hours of academic credit per semester for him/herself without incurring tuition costs during fall and spring only.
